Packed lunches


Just to remind you we are a healthy school, and we encourage children to eat a healthy lunch. Please be aware that fizzy drinks, sweets or chocolate bars are not allowed. 


Please remember that the children MUST NOT bring in any food that contains nuts due to children and adults suffering from severe allergies.


Every child in Reception is offered a piece of fruit, milk or water during the day. 


Please ensure the lunch bags and the pots inside are clearly





The children enter school via the double white doors next to the Nursery. The doors will be from 8:30-8:35am. Staff will welcome the children into school in the morning and any messages will be passed onto the teachers. The school day ends at 3:10pm.  





Each class with have their own exit point:


R1R –  classroom door onto the playground 


RB– classroom door onto playround


RA – corridor door onto the playground








PE


The children will have PE on: Fridays.Please send your child into school wearing their PE kit. They can remain in their kit all day. Our first PE session will be on Friday 26th September 2025.


The PE kit should contain:


A plain white t-shirt 


Black shorts or jogging bottoms


A school jumper or black jumper





The children do not need plimsolls at this stage.  Jewellery, including earrings should not be worn for PE.  Please note that we are not allowed to remove earrings or cover them with tape.





In Foundation Stage there are seven areas of learning that will be covered in the inside and outside curriculum. The seven areas of learning are: Communication and Language, Physical Development, Personal, Social and Emotional Development, Literacy, Maths, Understanding of the World, Expressive Art and Design.








WOW Moments are things that your child does that are special to them. These could be:


Getting dressed for school independently.


Being brave at the dentist


Eating vegetables


Trying something new to eat








Water Bottles and Book Bags


We ask that your child only brings in a book bag and not a rucksack or any other kind of bag as unfortunately they do not fit in their drawers.  Children are allowed to bring water bottles to school.  Their water bottles will stay with them in the classroom, and we have water available in the classroom. These bottles may contain sugar free juice; however, we will refill them with water if your child drinks all their provided juice.





Can we please remind you that we need these in school daily for letters and reading.











Learning Journeys


As children tend to develop rapidly during this year, we will be documenting their ‘Learning Journey’ within school.  This will include pieces of work, photographs, drawings, pieces of homework etc.  Please feel free to send things in that your child has done to build up these journeys.





Cooking


The children will have opportunities to cook and food taste throughout the year. We ask for a contribution of £10 at the beginning of the year to cover the costs of this. 


Please ensure that this is paid in full by Friday 3rd October in a named envelope and handed to the class teacher.





Open door policy:


At Leigh Beck we operate an open-door policy. Teachers will be on the door for any messages that you need to relay. Please inform us of any changes as to who is picking your child up from school. 


Don’t forget Little Bears is available before and after school, between the hours of 7.30 am and 5.30 pm for your child.  Please ensure you make Little Bears aware if they are attending. 01268 682322


If your child requires medication (this includes inhalers), please ensure these are named and are taken to the school office.





 Reading


As a school we like to encourage a love of books and reading. The children will be given a reading book to share with you at home. Please write in their yellow reading record when they have read. 


Initially, the book sent home with your child will be a picture book, so please spend some time encouraging your child to look at the pictures, talk about what they can see and make predictions about the story. Once they become confident they will be given books that match their phonics level. These will be swapped weekly. All classes compete to win the Reading Bear so we would like you to read with your child a minimum of three times a week. The children will also be expected to begin to learn High Frequency words to support their reading, these will be sent home in an orange word book and will be checked by a member of staff.








Things to remember:


Book bags should come to school every day


Read at home at least three times a week


All clothing should be clearly labelled – including hats and scarves


Earrings should only be studs and should not be worn on PE days. 


Please try your best to bring your child into school every day and on time. If you arrive after 8.45 am and the classroom door is shut, they will need to come in via the office.


Please ensure your child has a coat with them in school every day due to the changes in weather and the Reception outside area always being used.


No toys from home are allowed in school.
